McCarthy will provide an overview of the City’s actions that fulfill the policy direction and vision provided by the
City Council and captured in the City’s first-ever strategic plan.

“The City remains focused on advancing our strategic priorities including efforts to enhance the vitality of our
downtown and village centers, plan for more parks, work towards carbon neutrality, and develop more
affordable housing,” said McCarthy. “The year 2023 has many exciting possibilities ahead for our city, and we
are excited to work with our diverse community and strategic partners to achieve these goals.”
